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ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR DAY-OLD CHICKS TO BE EXPORTED
TO JAPAN FROM THE UNITED KINGDOM
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Animal health requirements for day-old chicks of poultry {(domestic fowls, ducks,
turkeys, quails and geese) to be exported to Japan (hereinafter referred to as "the

exported day-old chicks") are applied as follows:

1. There has been no outbreak (*1) of Avian influenza{*2) in the exporting country for at
least 90 days before the day of the export to Japan, and vaccination against Avian
influenza is prohibited in the United Kingdom except for the vaccination for zoo birds
under a specific licence issued by the competent authority.
(*1) outbreak means an appearance of clinical signs, detection of specific antigen or
antibodies (antibodies to Avian influenza only) to the diseases or identification of the
pathogens.
(*2) AVIAN INFLUENZA (hereinafter referred to as "AlI") means an avian infectious
disease caused by either;
i) any influenza A virus of the H5 or H7 subtypes

or
ii) any influenza A virus with high pathogenicity as defined in the OIE Manual of

Standards for Diagnostic Test and Vaccines

However, when the United Kingdom has an outbreak of Al subtype H5 or H7 and the

animal health authority of Japan has confirmed the facts in (1),(2), and (3) below

based on the information provide by the animal health authorities of the United

Kingdom, the day old chicks are eligible to he exported to Japan from county which

Japan recognizes as county free from Al (hereinafter referred to as “free county”):

(1)The outbreak is caused by Al which shows low pathogenicity.

(2)In the affected region which makes a county the minimum unit, the stamping out
and disinfection for the poultry were fully performed at the premises which have
the outbreak, and at the éffected region the surveillance to the Al is fully
performed.

(3)Monitoring and bio-security measures are performed including quarantine of

affected premises.

2. There has been no cutbreak of fowl cholera, viscerotropic velogenic Newcastle disease,

Pullorum disease (Salmonella Pullorum), Avian infectious broncheitis, Avian infeetious
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laryngotracheitis, Infectious bursal disease (Gamboro disease), Fowl pox, Fowl typhoid
{(Salmonella Gallinarum), Respiratory mycoplasmosis, Marek's disease, Avian
salmonellosis (restricted to both Salmonella enteritidis and Salmonella typhimurium,
the same shall apply hereafter), Low pathogenic avian influenza (infectious disease
caused by influenza A viruses which are not Al), Avian leucosis, Avian tuberculosis,
Leuecocytozoonosis, West Nile virus infection, Duck hepatitis {only applied to the
exported day-old chicks of ducks) and Duck virus enteritis {only applied to the exported
day-old chicks of ducks and geese) on the premises of origin for at least 90 days before

the shipment of the exported day-old chicks to Japan.

3. Bacterial examination for Avian salmonellosis shall be conducted on the premises of
origin as follows,

{1) The exported day-old chicks shall originated from breeding flocks under an approved
salmonella control by the government authorities of exporting country, which
guarantees the breeding flocks to be free from Avian salmonellosis, and shall be
guarantees firee from Avian salmonellosis by the said authorities, or

{2) The samples mentioned in Appendix shall be subjected to the cultural examination

with negative results, under the supervision of veterinary officer of the said authorities.

4. Breeding flock shall be examined on avian influenza every 90 days by virus isolation
by the inoculation of embryonated fowls eggs and haemagglutination inhibition or agar
gel immunodiffusion by the exporting government authorities, and must be confirmed

as negative. Sampling protocols should be referred in Appendix.

5 The exported day-old chicks shall have resulted in no sign of infectious diseases of
fowls as a consequence of the examination conducted by veterinary officer of the said

authorities, within 24 hours immediately before the shipment to Japan.
6 The containers used for transportation of the exported day-old ehicks shall be either
made of new material or thoroughly disinfected with the effective disinfectant

beforehand under the supervision of the said authorities.

7 The loading place of the vehicles, aircraft, ete. shall be thoroughly disinfected with the

effective disinfectant beforehand under the supervision of the said authorities.

8 The exported day-old chicks shall be transported without contact or mix-load with
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other birds that the ones which satisfy the conditions equal to that of the exported
day-old chicks, and shall be transported without passing through the area infected with

Avian influenza,

9 The said authorities shall be responsible for issuing the inspection certificate, stating
each of the following items in English in detail.

(1) Each requirement of 1 to 8. In case that the examination is conducted in accordance
with 3-(2) and 4, dates of sampling, kinds and the number of samples on each occasion
during 90 days prior to the shipment of the exported day-old chicks to Japan.

{2) Date of vaccination, kinds, volume and name of the manufacturing plant of the
vaccines in case the exported day-old chicks or the breeding flocks of the exported
day-old chicks were vaccinated.

(3) Name and address of the premises of origin and hatcheries of the exported day-old
chicks.

10 The exported day-old chicks shall be inspected at the first port of Japan on arrival
and shall be gquarantined a minimum of 14 days with cultural examinations for

Pullorum disease, Fowl typhoid and Avian salmonellosis,

11. In case that Al is detected in the exported day-old chicks by the examinations during
the quarantine period, the said day-old chicks could be slaughtered by the animal
quarantine station in Japan, and after the detection no export of pouliry to Japan shall
be allowed until Japanese government recognize that there has been no cutbreak of

Avian Influenza in the exporting country.

12. In case that Pullorum disease, Fowl typhoid and Avian salmonellosis are detected in
the exported day-old chicks, or in case that any other infectious diseases are detected
during the guarantine period in Japan, aside from the items above-mentioned of the
sald animal health requirements, the said day-old chicks could be returned or

slaughtered by the animal quarantine station in Japan.
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Appendix

Samples for examination for Avian salmonellosis and Avian influenza

1. Samples for examination for Avian salmonellosis and Avian influenza are obtained
either from premises in which the breeding flocks of the exported day-old chicks are
housed (hereinafter referred to as “the premises”) or from the hatchery to which the

hatching eggs from the said breeding flocks are consigned.

2, The samples to be taken are are:

(1} On the premises-fresh faces (each sample at least one gram), dead or culled birds

(2) On the premises-either respiratory swab or cloacal swah and sera of breeding flock
(only for examination for Avian influenza)

(3) At the hatchery-meconium, dead in shell and culled chicks

(4) Environmental samples such as drag swab, litter, fluff and dust take in both the

premises and hatchery (only for examination for Avian salmonellosis)

3. The total number of samples described in (1) to (4) above-mentioned to be taken on

each oceasion for respective diseases is shown in Table.

4. All samples should be selected at random.
5. The frequency of sampling should be at least at monthly intervals (only for

examination for Avian salmonellosis).

6. All samples should be fully marked and identified as to the date of sampling and the
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flock to which the samples relate.
7 Samples should be stored in a refrigerator at between 1°C and 4C and submitted for
testing immediately (not more than 5 days).
6 All samples should be examined in a laboratory authorized for that purpose by the

government authorities of exporting country.
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
