2) African horse sickness, dourine, glanders, equine encephalomyelitis(all types including VEE), Japanese-B
encephalitis, equine infectious anaemia, vesicular stomatitis, contagious equine metritis, equine viral arteritis,
rabies, anthrax are compulsory notifiable in the country and vaccination againgt African horse sickness or
Venezuel an equine encephalomyelitis has not been practised in the last 12(twelve) months.

3) Has (have) been examined today and found to be healthy and free from evidence of infectious or contagious
disease and external parasites. (clinical examination carried out within 24 hours of the horse leaving the
exporting country).

4) Since its entry into the country of dispatch it has been resident in premises supervised by official veterinary
services and held in separated stables, without coming into contact with equidae of lower health status except
eventually during racing competition.

9) To the best of my knowledge, the horse has not been in contact with equidae suspected to be suffering from
an infectious or contagious disease in the 15 days prior to this declaration and no camels or cattle were held
within 200 meters of the approved insect protected or race course premises. (2)

10) The vehicle(s)/container(s) for the transportation of the horse(s) was(were) cleaned and disinfected prior to
loading of the animal(s) using an officially approved product.

11) As far as can be ascertained and based on the attached declaration of the owner of the horse or his

representative, which is part of the certificate, the horse has not been continuously outside Macao territory for
more than 90 days, and has not been outside the countries listed above.

The certificate must be valid for 10(ten) days and only for one consignment.

The certificate must be issued and signed by the appropriate official authority of dispatching country on the day
of loading of the horse to the place of destination or within 24 hours prior to loading.

The colour of the official stamp and signature of the certificate must be different from that of printing and it
appear on each of its pages.
