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ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTSFOR HORSE TO BE EXPORTED TO JAPAN
FROM DENMARK FOR THE CIRCUS PERFORMANCE

The animal health requirements for horse to be exported to Japan from Denmark for the circus

performance (hereinafter referred to as "the exported horse") are applied as follows:

1. Denmark has been free from Vesicular stomatitis, African horse sickness, Equine infactious anaemia,
Equine encephalomyelitis, Glanders, Melioidosis, Equine paratyphoid, Enzootic lymphangitis and Equine

trypanosomiasis.

2. The exported horse has been resident in Denmark for at least 60 days before shipment to Japan.

3. The exported horse has been free from clinical and other evidences of Horse pox, Coital exanthema,
Equine influenza, Equine rhinopneumonitis, Strangles, Contagicus equine metritis and Equine
Piroplasmosisin addition to the diseases listed in item 1 during the period of 30 days before the

commencement of the examinations stated in item 4.

4. The exported horse shall be individually subjected to the following test with negative result by the

government authorities of Denmark within 30 days before shipment to Japan.

Equineviral arteritis Serum neutralization test or complsment fixation test.

Equine piroplasmosis Microscopic examination of blood smear specimen.

5. The exported horse has shown no clinical signs of Equine viral arteritis during the 3 months before
shipment to Japan, and the exported horse was kept for the 3 months before shipment to Japan in
establishments where no case of Equine viral arteritis was officially reported during this period.

6. The exported horse has to result in no signs of animal infectious diseases as the consequence of the
clinical examination conducted by the government authorities of Denmark, during 7 days immediately

before shipment to Japan.

7. The exported horse has been vaccinated against Equine influenzatwice at 4 to 6 weeks intervals (or

once for booster) within 1 year before shipment to Japan.

8. All the containers and vehicles or loading places of a ship or an aircraft to be used for transportation of
the exported horse have to be cleaned up in advance of loading and thoroughly disinfected under the
supervision of the government authoritieis of Denmark with chemical approved by the said government

authorities.



9. The government authorities of Denmark shall not permit the mix-loading of any other animal (equine
and cloven-hoofed animals) with the animals for the circus performance on the same aircraft or ship at the
time of shipment to Japan.

10. No additional feed and bedding have to be provided at any port of call throughout transportation of the
exported horse to Japan.

11. The government authorities of Denmark shall be responsible for issuing the health certificate for the
exported horse stating in English each of the following items in detail:
(1) Each requirement of items 1, 2, 3,5, 6, 8, and 9.
(2) Date, method and result of the examinations for Equine viral arteritisin item 4.

(3) kind(including a name of the strain), inoculation dates, producer's name and production lot number of
the vaccines for Equine influenzain item 7.

(4) Kind, inoculation dates, vaccine producer's name and production lot number of the vaccine, when
vaccines other than Equine influenza vaccine were applied to the exported horse.

(5) Tattoo number, other features for identification of the exported horse.
12. Aside from the items above-mentioned of the said animal health requirements, in case that any infection

diseases is detected during the quarantine period in Japan, the said exported horse could be returned or

slaughtered by the animal quarantine station Japan.
