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ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR HONEY-BEES TO BE EXPORTED TO JAPAN
FROM THE STATE OF HAWAII, THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TO JAPAN

The animal health requirements for honey-bees to be exported from the state of Hawaii of the
United States of America (USA) to Japan (hereinafter referred to as "the exported honey-bees")

are applied as follows.

1. The exported honey-bees are limited to queen bee units composed of one (1) queen bee and up

to ten (10) escorts.

2. The State of Hawaii have been free from of acariosis.

3. The all the places where the exported honey-bees are born and/or raised (hereinafter referred

to as “the apiary”) shall be in the island where it is free from varrosis.

4. No outbreaks of American foulbrood, chalkbrood, European foulbrood and nosemosis shall be
reported within 5 kilometers of the apiary for at least eight (8) months prior to the export to

Japan.

5. The apiary shall be approved for export purpose by the State of Hawaii and is inspected

regularly every six (6) months by the authorities of the States of Hawaii.

6. The apiary shall be inspected by a qualified Hawaii State Inspector within the last six (6)
months and found free of evidence of American foulbrood, chalkbrood, European foulbrood

and nosemosis.

7. The samples taken at the last State of Hawail inspection must be processed and examined
microscopically for the agents of American foulbrood, European foulbrood and nosemosis and

all examinations shall yield negative result.

8. Any honey-bees added for the apiary since the last inspection of the State of Hawaii shall

come from an apiary of the equivalent or better health status.

9. The containers used to transport the exported honey-bees to Japan shall be new and

sanitary, and designed to prevent an escape of honey-bees while allowing for direct
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observation and sampling.

The containers used to transport the exported honey-bees to Japan shall be marked to be

identified.

The exported honey-bees shall be inspected by the federal government authorities of USA
immediately prior to shipment and found healthy and free of sign of infectious diseases

(including any parasitosis).

During the preparation for export and at the time of shipment, the exported honey-bees have
not been in contact with other bee, brood-comb or bee products that were not same health

status.

The federal government authorities of USA are responsible for issuing the inspection
certificate for the exported honey-bees, stating each of the following items in English in
detail.

(1) Each requirement of items 2 to 4, 6, 8, 9 and 11.

(2) Date and result of each examination in item 7.

(3) Name and address of the establishment where the examinations in item 7 were

performed

(4) Name and address of the apiary

(5) Mark on the containers prescribed in item 10.

(6) Species and race of honey-bees and number of units.

(7) Name and address of consignor and consignee.

(8) Name and signature of the federal government authority who have responsibility for

issuing the inspection certificate.

Animal Quarantine Services of Japan can require submitting some of the exported-bees for
examination as needed during the quarantine period in Japan.

Aside from the prescribed items of the said animal health requirements, in case any
contagious disease is detected during the quarantine period in Japan, the said honey-bees

could be returned or destroyed.
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
