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This document provides for animal health requirements for rabbit meat and its products to be
exported to Japan from Canada.

(Definitions)
For the purpose of this document;

“Rabbit meat” means meat or viscera of rabbit and products made from such meat and/or
viscera {e.g., sausages, ham and bacon).

“The approved facilities” means the facilities which are approved by the government of
Canada as the facilities where rabbits for exported rabbit meat are slaughtered and/or
exported rabbit meat is processed and stored.

(Requirements)
1. The exported rabbit meat is derived from rabbits which were born and raised in Canada.

2. The exported rabbit meat is derived from rabbits which were kept in establishments where
no case of Rabbit Haemorrhagic Discase was reported for 60 days prior to transportation to
slaughterhouses.

3. The exported rabbit meat is free from any animal infectious diseases including
Myxomatosis, Tularemia and Rabbit Heamorrhagic Disease as a result of ante- and
post-mortem inspections conducted by official inspectors of the Government of Canada in
the approved facilities.

4. The exported rabbit meat is stored in clean and sanitary wrappings and/or containers and
handled in a way to prevent it from being contaminated with pathogens of any animal
infectious diseases after slaughtering, processing and storing at the approved facilities until
its shipment.

5. The animal health authorities of Canada issue. an inspection certificates for the exported
rabbit meat, stating the following items in detail in English:
(1) Compliance with each requirements of article 1, 2, 3 and 4;
(2) Date of slaughter;,
(3) Name and addresses of the approved facilities;
(4) Name of the port of shipment; and
(5) Date and place of issuance of the inspection certificate, and name and title of the signer.
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
