Animal Health Requirements for rabbit meat and its products to be exported to Japan from
Russia
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Animal health requirements for rabbit meat and its products to be exported to Japan from Russia
(hereinafter referred to as “the exported rabbit meat etc.”) are applied as follows.

(Definitions)
“Rabbit meat etc.” means meat and viscera of rabbit and their products (e.g., sausages, ham and
bacon).

“The approved facilities” means slaughter, processing and storage facilities for the exported rabbit meat
etc. that are approved by the competent authority of Russia.

(Requirements)

1. In Russia, Rabbit Haemorrhagic Disease and tularemia are notifiable diseases and these diseases
must be brought to the attention of the competent authority of Russia immediately after an outbreak
of the diseases is detected or suspected in accordance with national regulation.

2. The exported rabbit meat etc. must be derived from rabbits which have been kept in establishments
where no case of Rabbit Haemorrhagic Disease was reported for 60 days prior to transportation to
slaughter facilities.

3. If an outbreak of Rabbit Haemorrhagic Disease is detected at an establishment from which rabbit
used for the production of the exported rabbit meat etc. have been kept, the competent authority of
Russia must immediately suspend the exportation of rabbit meat etc. from the establishment and
notify the Japanese animal health authority of the outbreak.

4. The exported rabbit meat etc. must be handled only at the approved facilities through the production
process of the exported rabbit meat etc. from slaughtering to shipment.

5. The exported rabbit meat etc. must be derived from rabbits that were confirmed to be free from
Rabbit Heamorrhagic Disease, tularemia and other rabbit diseases as a result of ante- and
post-mortem inspections conducted by official inspectors of the competent authority of Russia at the
approved facilities. The exported rabbit meat etc. must be transported and carried into the approved
facilities in a way to prevent it from being contaminated with pathogens of any infectious diseases of
rabbit after the said ante- and post-mortem inspection.

6. In case the exported rabbit meat etc. are derived from rabbit and rabbit meat etc. imported from third
countries, the rabbit and rabbit meat etc. must be free from any evidence of animal infectious diseases
of rabbit as a result of import inspection conducted by the competent authorities of Russia. The said
rabbit and rabbit meat etc. must be transported and carried into the approved facilities in Russia in a
way to prevent it from being contaminated with pathogens of any infectious diseases of rabbit after
the said import inspection.

7. The competent authority of Russia must ensure that the exported rabbit meat etc. is stored in clean
and sanitary wrappings and/or containers and handled in a way to prevent it from being contaminated
with pathogens of any infectious diseases of rabbit after slaughtering, processing and storing at the
approved facilities until its shipment.
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8. The competent authority of Russia must submit an inspection certificates for the exported rabbit
meat etc., stating the following items in detail in English:
(1) Compliance with each requirements of article 2, 5, 6 and 7;
(2) Country of origin;
(3) Date of slaughter, processing and packing
(4) Name, addresses and registration number of the approved facilities;
(5) Port of shipment
(6) Date and place of issuance of the inspection certificate, and name and title of the signer.

9. In case raw material used for the production of the exported rabbit meat etc. are derived from rabbit
and rabbit meat etc. imported from third countries, an original or a copy of inspection certificate
issued by the government authorities of the country of origin satisfying all the conditions mentioned
above must be attached to the inspection certificate issued by the competent authority of Russia.
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
