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ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR HONEY-BEES TO BE EXPORTED
TO JAPAN FROM NEW ZEALAND

The animal health requirements for honey-bees (including brood-combs, in case honey-bees are
exporied with broed-combs) to be exported to Japan from New Zealand (hereinafter referred to as "the
exported honey-bees") are applied as foillows. '

1. New Zealand is free from European foulbrood, Acariasis and Topilaelaps mite infestation.

2. There has been no outbreak of American foulbrood, Nosemosis, Sacbrood and any other diseases of
honey-bees for at least 8 months, and Varroasis for at Jeast 2 years in a radius of 3km around the

place where the exported honey-bees are bom and/or raised (hereinafier referred to as "the apiary”).

3. The exported honey-bees should be originated from colonies which are subjected o the following
examinations with negative results within 30 days prior fo the shipment to Japan. After the
examination, the exported honey-—bées should not confact with any honey-bees or brood-combs
other than honey-bees or brood-combs with negative result. (However, in case each unit of the
exporied honey-bees is composed of one queen beg and a few escorts, the examination may be
skipped.)

American foulbrood : Bacterial culture test

4, The exported honey-bees should be free from any evidence of infectious diseases of honey-bees
(including any parasitosis) as the result of inspections conducted by the government authorities of
New Zealand immediately before the shipment.

5. The containers and equipments used for transportation of the exported honey-bees are thoroughly
disinfected with the effective disinfectant approved by the government authorities of New Zealand
before the shipment.

6. The containers should have structures to prevent the exported honey-bees from escaping, and to
make it possible to observe them from outside and 1o take specimens for examinations, The
confainers should be marked to be identified.

7. The exported honey-bees should not contact with any other honey-bees during transportation in
New Zealand and 1o Japan.

8. The government authorities of New Zealand should be responsible for issuing the inspection
certificate for the exported honey-bees, stating each of the following items in detail.
(1) Each requirement of items 1, 2, 4, 5 and 7.
