EXPORTED TO JAPAN FROM UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR NON-HUMAN PRIMATES TO BE
EXPORTED TO JAPAN FROM THE EXPORTING COUNTRY

The animal health requirements for non-human primates to be exported to Japan from the

exporting country ( hereinafter referred to as "the exported non-human primates” ) are
applied as follows.

( Definitions )
"non-human primates "

In principle non-human primates mean primates other than human, and are limited to
those which are originated from an eligible exporting country and have stayed there.

' pre-embarkation quarantine facilities"

pre-embarkation quarantine facilities are designated by the animal health authorities of
the exporting country as the ones which meet the requirements in items of Annex 1. for
handling the exported non-human primates.

" eligible exporting country "
United States of America, People's Republic of China, Republic of Indonesia
Republic of the Philippines, Socialist Republic of Viet Nam,
Co-operative Republic of Guyana and Republic of Suriname

"the Japanese animal health authorities"

Animal Health Division, Livestock Industry Bureau, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and
Fisheries of Japan :



1 The exporting country shall have been free from Ebola hemorrhagic fever and Marburg
disease.

2 The exported non-human primates shall be isolated in the pre-embarkation quarantine
facilities, for at least 30 days before shipment to Japan. The exported non-human primates
have been free from any evidence of being infected or being suspected to be infected with
Ebola hemorrhagic fever and Marburg disease.

After the entry into the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities, the exported non-human
primates have not been in contact with other animals which are not destined for Japan.

3 All containers, land vehicles and loading place of the exported non-human primates
which are used for transportation of the exported non-human primates, shall have been
beforehand cleaned and disinfected with disinfectants approved by the government
authorities of the exporting country.

4 The exported non-human primates are kept isolated from any other animals during the
transportation period in the exporting country. No other animals can be permitted the
mix-loading with the exported non-human primates at the time of shipment to Japan.

5 Feed and bedding to be used during the transportation period of the exported non-human
primates to Japan shall be provided from the same source used for pre-embarkation
quarantine.

6 The shipment is routed either directly to Japan or must not be transhipped through
other countries than eligible exporting countries.

7 No additional feed and litter are provided at any port of call throughout transportation of
the exported non-human primates to Japan.

8 The government authorities of the exporting country are responsible for issuing the
inspection certificate for the exported non-human primates, stating each of the following
items in detail in English.

(1) Species of animal ( scientific name ), total number, sex, age, use, country of origin and
a country or countries where the exported non-human primates stayed, tattoo number,
other description for identification of the exported non-human primates.

(2) Name and address of consignor, consignee

(3) Date and place of shipment, name of ship or flight

(4) Item 1 to 7.

(5) Name and address of premises where the exported non-human primates have been
stabled in the exporting country.



If non-human primates are captured, name of a place of capturing, method of capturing
and capture date.

(6) Name and address of the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities.
(7) Pre-embarkation quarantine period with starting and ending dates.

9 In case any infectious disease is detected during the quarantine period in Japan,

necessary measures can be taken to the exported non-human primates by the animal
health authorities in Japan.

10 When the animal quarantine officer of Japan find that the pre-embarkation
quarantine facilities do not meet the "Requirements for the pre-embarkation
- quarantine facilities”, the Japanese animal health authorities do not approve the

importation of exported non-human primates from the said pre-embarkation quarantine
facilities.



Annex 1.
Requirements for the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities

1 Non-human primates which can be handled at the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities
shall have been born and raised only in the exporting country, or shall have been directly
imported to the exporting country from eligible exporting country.

2 The pre-embarkation quarantine facilities should be under observation by a veterinarian,
and have the equipment of inspecting Ebola hemorrhagic fever and Marburg disease.

3 The species, number, country of origin or capture area, introduction date or capture
date, introduce area ( if non-human primates is imported from eligible exporting counties,
please write all country ) shall be recorded on original records.

The original records shall be written by English.

4 The pre-embarkation quarantine facilities shall be the establishment which has been
designated by the government authorities of the exporting country.

5 The government veterinarians of the exporting country shall confirm by residence or
periodic patrols that the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities meet the requirements in
item from 1 to 3.

If the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities do not meet the requirements in item from 1 to
3, the animal health authorities of the exporting country shall immediately notice the

said pre-embarkation quarantine facilities of the failure to meet the requirements, and
should revoke the shipment of exported non-human primates.

6 The animal quarantine officer of Japan can be empowered to make on-site inspections
of the pre-embarkation quarantine facilities and make investigation of the original records.
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
