HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR ACETES FOR

AQUACULTURE FEED (LIMITED TO THOSE NOT ALIVE)

EXPORTED FROM KOREA TO JAPAN

The health requirements to be applied to Acetes for aquaculture feed (limited to

those not alive) that are exported from Korea to Japan are as follows:

I

Definition

In this document, the definitions of terms are as follows:

1. Acetes: Acetes (Decapoda, Sergestidae) provided for in the item 2 of Article 1 in

the Ordinance for the Act on the Protection of Fishery Resources limited to
those not alive.

Target disease: Yellow head disease (YHD) which targeted for import
quarantine provided for in the item 2 of Article 1 in the Ordinance for the Act
on the Protection of Fishery Resources.

Aquaculture feed: The feed used for aquaculture except for fish meal and fish
oil.

Japanese authority in charge of aquatic animal disease control: Fish and
Fishery Products Safety Office, Animal Products Safety Division, Food Safety
and Consumer Affairs Bureau, Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries
of Japan.

Competent authority in the exporting country: The authority in charge of
aquatic animal disease control in the exporting country.

Health requirements for aquatic animals

The Japanese authority consults with the competent authority in the exporting
country in light of occurrences of the target disease and regulatory framework
for disease control in the exporting country, and notifies beforehand the
competent authority in the exporting country of which status will be assigned
to the country for each target disease, status 1.A or status 1.B.

1.A The country, zone or compartment is free of the target disease:

a) The exported aquatic animals is confirmed to be from the country, zone or
compartment that is confirmed to be free of the target disease under the

surveillance by the competent authority in the exporting country based on the
OIE code.



AND
b) In the event of an outbreak of the target disease, it shall be notified to the
competent authority in the exporting country.
AND
c) The target disease is designated as the target of the official surveillance
program of the exporting country in accordance with the OIE code.

1.B  The country, zone or compartment is not free of the target disease:

a) A sample of animals should be taken based on the sampling criteria in
accordance with the OIE code (prevalence: 2%, confidence: 95%) under the
supervision of the competent authority in the exporting country. RT-PCR
should be thoroughly conducted and all test results should be negative.

AND
No occurrence of the target disease has been reported in aquaculture facilities
or fishing areas of the exported aquatic animal at least for one year before the
export. Mass mortality of unknown cause has not occurred and the competent
authority in the exporting country has not imposed any restriction with the
intent of disease control.

OR

b) The exported aquatic animals has been treated with heat processing enough
to inactivate pathogen of target disease described above I. 2.

2. The thorough inspections must be conducted by the competent authority or at
the facility designated by the competent authority in the exporting country.

3. Aquaculture facilities of the exported aquaculture animals must be equipped
with basic biosecurity control in accordance with the OIE code under the
supervision of the competent authority in the exporting country.

4. The exported aquatic animals should not be given any live vaccine for the
target disease.

III. Requirements for transportation
Materials such as containers and equipment used for transporting the exported
aquatic animal should be new, or washed and disinfected properly.

IV. Items on the inspection certificate
The competent authority in the exporting country must issue an inspection
certificate in English which describes in detail the aforementioned items II and
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I as well as the following items:

Name and address of consignor and consignee

Name and address of the origin and destination

Port of embarkation, Date of departure, Means of transport, Flight
number/Ship name, Source (Cultured/ Wild), and Use of commodities

Species (Common name/Scientific name), Quantity/Weight
